O Regulamento que cria 0 Mecanismo de Recuperagao
e Resiliéncia, recentemente aprovado pelo Parlamento
Europeu (PE) e pelo Conselho, esta no cerne do Plano
de Recuperacao da Unido Europeia, um vasto pacote
de iniciativas destinadas a dar resposta aos apelos
do Parlamento Europeu e do Conselho Europeu no
sentido de uma acao coordenada e decisiva a nivel da
UE para atenuar as consequéncias negativas da crise
da COVID-19. O Regulamento que cria o Mecanismo
de Recuperacao e Resiliéncia associa o mecanismo aos
objetivos climaticos e da politica econdmica e social da
UE, nomeadamente no contexto do Semestre Europeu
para a coordenacdo das politicas econémicas.

Para financiar a recuperacdo, foi acordado um novo
instrumento, o Instrumento de Recuperacdo da Unido
Europeia (Instrumento de Recuperagao). As obrigagdes
emitidas ao abrigo do Instrumento de Recuperacéo
financiarao o Mecanismo de Recuperacédo e Resiliéncia
logo que os Estados-Membros tiverem ratificado a
alteracdo a decisdo relativa ao limite maximo dos
recursos proprios. No ambito do acordo sobre o plano de
recuperacao, foi adotado um roteiro para a introducao
de novos recursos proprios da UE.

O mecanismo prevé o desembolso de fundos da UE aos
Estados-Membros através de subvencdes e empréstimos,
logo que os pacotes de reformas e de investimento
apresentados nos seus planos de recuperacao e
resiliéncia sejam aprovados e apds o cumprimento
das metas e dos objetivos intermédios cordados; estd
previsto pré-financiamento logo que os planos tenham
sido aprovados. Essas reformas e esses investimentos
destinam-se a apoiar a recuperagao econémica, corrigir
as fragilidades estruturais dos Estados-Membros e tornar
as suas economias mais resilientes. Os planos deverao
centrar-se em seis pilares:

a. transicdo ecoldgica;
. transformacao digital;

o

c. crescimento inteligente, sustentavel e inclusivo,
incluindo a coesdao econdémica, o emprego, a
produtividade, a competitividade, a investigacao,
o desenvolvimento e a inovacdo, e um mercado
Unico em bom funcionamento com pequenas e
médias empresas soélidas;

d. coesdo social e territorial;

e. saludeeresiliénciaecondmica,socialeinstitucional;
e

f. politicas para a préxima geracdo, as criancas
e 0s jovens, designadamente a educagao e as
competéncias.

O mecanismo deve apoiar projetos que respeitem o
principio da adicionalidade do financiamento da Unido
e ndo deve substituir as despesas nacionais recorrentes,
salvo em casos devidamente justificados.

A Comissao apresentou a afetacdo prevista de fundos
dos diferentes pilares do instrumento Next Generation
EU, incluindo a reparticdo das subvencdes concedidas
a cada Estado-Membro a titulo do Mecanismo de
Recuperacao e Resiliéncia. A Comissdo declarou ainda
que nao propora recomendacdes especificas em 2021
aos Estados-Membros que apresentem um plano, exceto
no que diz respeito a questdes orcamentais — como
exigido pelo Pacto de Estabilidade e Crescimento - e
terd em conta a cladusula de derrogacdo de ambito geral.

Os Estados-Membros estao atualmente a preparar e
debater os seus planos de recuperacao e resiliéncia
de acordo com os objetivos do Regulamento que
cria um Mecanismo de Recuperacao e Resiliéncia e as
orientacbes pertinentes a nivel da UE. A concecdo
desses planos pode beneficiar da participacdo das
partes interessadas nacionais relevantes e devera
dar resposta aos desafios identificados no Semestre
Europeu, em especial as recomendacbes especificas
por pais adotadas pelo Conselho. Os planos deverao
ser apresentados ao nivel da UE até 30 de abril e podem
ser apresentados num Unico documento integrado
juntamente com o programa nacional de reformas.

No que diz respeito a situacdo atual da participacao
dos parlamentos nacionais na concecao e avaliacao
dos planos de recuperacéo e resiliéncia, as informacdes
disponiveis revelam abordagens mistas e diferentes
graus de participacdo parlamentar na fase preparatéria.
Muitos parlamentos podem ndo estar formalmente
habilitados a aprovar os planos de recuperacdo e
resiliéncia, mas a grande maioria mostrou interesse em
debater os planos (e deu inicio aos procedimentos para
este fim), quer em sessdo plenaria, quer em comissdes
especificas. Em muitos casos, os debates sobre os planos
de recuperacéo e resiliéncia fazem parte da obrigacio
que cabe aos governos de manterem os parlamentos
plenamente informados dos assuntos europeus. Alguns
parlamentos elaboraram procedimentos especificos
para avaliar os planos de recuperacdo e resiliéncia.
Assinale-se ainda que determinados parlamentos ja
receberam (e debateram) informacdes preliminares
dos seus executivos. Varios parlamentos tencionam
debater os planos de recuperacdo e resiliéncia em
conjunto com os orcamentos nacionais, 05 programas
nacionais de estabilidade e convergéncia, os programas
nacionais de reformas ou outros instrumentos com
implicacdes orcamentais. Alguns parlamentos ja
previram acdes especificas sob a forma de resolucoes,
pareceres ou aprovacao de projetos de lei. Refira-se que
alguns parlamentos receberam informagdes dos seus
executivos antes de qualquer aprovacao formal dos
projetos de planos em fase de preparacao.

O 35.° relatério bianual da COSAC, que devera ser
apresentado em maio de 2021, incluird um capftulo
especifico dedicado ao tema «Next Generation EU:
escrutinio dos Planos Nacionais de Recuperac¢do e
Resiliéncia — implicacbes no Semestre Europeu». Sera dada
especial énfase a possivel participacdo de parlamentos/
cadmaras nacionais no processo, bem como a anélise
de potenciais boas praticas em matéria de governacao
futura e ao acompanhamento da sua aplicacdo no
ambito do Semestre Europeu.

Comissao dos Orcamentos
(BUDG)

Tema: O orcamento da UE no centro do

Plano de Recuperacao. Next Generation

EU, Quadro Financeiro Plurianual (QFP) e
Recursos Proprios: novas interseccoes entre as
competéncias do Parlamento Europeu e dos
parlamentos nacionais?

Tradicionalmente, o orcamento da UE tem sido
essencialmente centrado nas despesas, estritamente
limitado pelos limites maximos do quadro financeiro
plurianual (QFP). Com um volume anual de cerca de 150
mil milhdes de EUR (equivalente a 1T % do rendimento
nacional bruto da UE — RNB), o seu valor acrescentado
assenta na utilizacdo eficiente dos fundos disponiveis
e na sua capacidade para alavancar o cofinanciamento
nacional publico e privado.

Do mesmo modo, o lado das receitas tem sido dominado
pelos recursos proprios baseados no RNB, ou seja, as
contribui¢cdes nacionais dos Estados-Membros.

A arquitetura do Plano de Recuperacao da UE implica
uma mudanca radical das funcdes e do potencial
impacto do orcamento da UE:

* O instrumento Next Generation EU dota o
orcamento da UE de meios adicionais — embora
temporarios — para despesas e viabiliza um ambito
mais vasto de intervencao, incluindo a capacidade
de reacao a situacdes de crise. A capacidade
financeira coletiva visa criar sinergias através do
alinhamento dos esforcos empreendidos no
ambito da recuperacao econdmica, das reformas
nacionais e dos objetivos do Pacto Ecoldgico
Europeu e da Agenda 2030.

* O efeito de alavanca dos investimentos privados
serd amplamente reforcado pelas garantias da UE
e pelo provisionamento de fundos de garantia,
nomeadamente em cooperacdo com o BEl, de
acordo com os principios de financiamento
sustentavel.

* A margem de manobra suplementar dentro
do limite maximo dos recursos préprios — na
pendéncia da ratificacdo da Decisao Recursos
Préprios por todos os Estados-Membros da UE
- permitirda a UE emitir obrigacbes e contrair
empréstimos em montantes sem precedentes.
A excelente qualidade crediticia da UE pode,
por conseguinte, ser benéfica para os esforcos
conjuntos desenvolvidos no ambito do Plano de
Recuperacao da UE.

* De acordo com o Acordo Interinstitucional
recentemente adotado, o reembolso a longo
prazo da divida contraida deve ser refinanciado

O Parlamento Europeu, o Conselho e a Comissdao
proclamaram o Pilar Europeu dos Direitos Sociais na
Cimeira Social para o Emprego Justo e o Crescimento,
realizada em Gotemburgo, na Suécia, em 17 de
novembro de 2017. O Pilar estabelece 20 principios e
direitos fundamentais para apoiar mercados de trabalho
justos e eficientes, estruturados em torno de trés
capfitulos:

¢ igualdade de oportunidades e acesso ao
mercado de trabalho,

* condicdes de trabalho equitativas,

* protecao social e inclusao.

O Pilar é o primeiro conjunto de direitos sociais
proclamados pelas instituicdes da UE desde a_Carta dos
Direitos Fundamentais, em 2000.

O Pilar Europeu dos Direitos Sociais prevé duas linhas
de atuacdo principais: modernizar a legislacao existente
para a adaptar a realidade do mundo do trabalho e aos
modelos sociais e desenvolver pardmetros de referéncia
sociais e no plano do emprego, a fim de promover
uma convergéncia ascendente na drea do euro e,
eventualmente, além dela.

A Presidente da Comissdo Europeia, Ursula von der
Leyen, declarou, no seu discurso perante o Parlamento,
em julho de 2019, o seu empenho a favor do Pilar. Nas
suas orientacdes politicas, a Presidente da Comisséo
anunciou igualmente medidas adicionais para aplicar os
principios e os direitos.

Embora a concretizacdo do Pilar Europeu dos Direitos
Sociais seja principalmente da competéncia dos Estados-
Membros — incluindo os parceiros sociais e a sociedade
civil — as instituicdes da Unido Europeia e, em particular,
a Comissao Europeia podem contribuir para definir o
respetivo enquadramento e dar orientagdes.

Tal como definido na Agenda Estratégica 2019-2024
do Conselho Europeu, o Pilar Europeu dos Direitos
Sociais deve ser aplicado a nivel da UE e dos Estados-
Membros, tendo devidamente em conta as respetivas
competéncias. As desigualdades, que afetam, em
especial, 0s jovens, comportam um importante risco
politico, social e econdmico; as clivagens geracionais,
territoriais e no plano da educacao estdo a acentuar-se e
estdo a surgir novas formas de excluséo.

A Comissao deverd apresentar o plano de acédo sobre o
Pilar Europeu dos Direitos Sociais em marco de 2021.

Pode também ser salientada a importancia da dimensao

O Pacto Ecolégico coloca a sustentabilidade no centro
da elaboracdo das politicas econémicas da UE. Uma
vez que a UE continua a pugnar por «uma economia
que funcione para os cidaddos e o planeta», lutando
simultaneamente contra uma pandemia, € hoje mais
importante do que nunca que o conceito de crescimento
sustentavel seja utilizado como principio orientador dos
planos de recuperacéo e resiliéncia. De facto, a promocédo
de sinergias entre os pilares da sustentabilidade
climéatica e ambiental, da produtividade, da equidade
e da resiliéncia serd fundamental para garantir uma
recuperacao sélida da Europa, permitindo assim acelerar
a transicdo ecoldgica e atingir os objetivos do Pacto
Ecologico. Outros instrumentos, como o InvestUE e
as medidas enquadradas pelo Plano de Investimento
para uma Europa Sustentédvel, podem ajudar a Unido
Europeia a desempenhar um papel catalisador para os
investimentos verdes publicos e privados.

O Pacto Ecoldgico e o objetivo de uma Unido neutra em
termos de carbono até 2050 podem também constituir
uma oportunidade Unica para uma Unido mais forte.
Este Pacto dard orientagdes aos Estados-Membros nos
dominios em que as reformas e os investimentos sejam
mais necessarios, reforcando e acelerando a transicao
para uma Unido mais sustentavel, resiliente e inclusiva.
Além disso, o Semestre Europeu desempenha um
papel fundamental para ajudar os Estados-Membros a
atingir os Objetivos de Desenvolvimento Sustentavel
(ODS). Muitas politicas podem apoiar a reconstrucao
da economia europeia e a consecugao do objetivo de
neutralidade climéatica da Unido até 2050, bem como a
ambicao de poluigao zero, como as energias renovaveis,
a eficiéncia energética, a renovagao, a mobilidade
sustentavel, a economia circular e as estratégias a favor
da biodiversidade.

Embora a UE e os seus Estados-Membros trabalhem
arduamente para reconstruir uma economia mais
ecoldgica, mais justa e mais sustentavel, podem surgir
desafios imprevistos. A protecdo da salde dos cidadaos
da UE, nomeadamente prevenindo e combatendo
futuras pandemias e melhorando a resiliéncia dos
sistemas de salde europeus, ndo constitui um objetivo
autonomo, articulando-se de forma profunda com as
agendas da Unido em matéria de clima e ambiente, pelo
que assume também importancia fundamental para
garantir que a Unido atinja os objetivos constantes do
Pacto Ecologico.

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RULES OF PROCEDURE OF THE INTERPARLIAMENTARY
CONFERENCE ON STABILITY, ECONOMIC COORDINATION AND
GOVERNANCE IN THE EUROPEAN UNION

PREAMBLE
Considering :

- Article 13 of the Treaty on Stability, Coordination and Governance in the Economic
and Monetary Union;

- Protocol (No 1) of the Treaty of Lisbon on the Role of National Parliaments in the
European Union;

- the conclusions of the Conference of the Speakers of the European Union
Parliaments, adopted on 23rd April 2013 in Nicosia, 8th April 2014 in Vilnius and
21st April 2015 in Rome;

- the guidelines for Interparliamentary Cooperation in the European Union adopted by
the Conference of the Speakers of the European Union Parliaments on 21st June
2008 in Lisbon;

these Rules of Procedure have been adopted on 10th November 2015 in Luxembourg.

1. DENOMINATION OF THE CONFERENCE

1.1. The Conference, following Article 13 of the Treaty on Stability, Coordination and
Governance in the Economic and Monetary Union, shall be named
‘Interparliamentary Conference on Stability, Economic Coordination and
Governance in the European Union”, hereafter Interparliamentary Conference on
SECG.

2. COMPETENCE AND SCOPE

2.1. The Interparliamentary Conference on SECG shall provide a framework for debate
and exchange of information and best practices in implementing the provisions of
the Treaty in order to strengthen cooperation between national Parliaments and the
European Parliament and contribute to ensuring democratic accountability in the

area of economic governance and budgetary policy in the EU, particularly in the
EMU, taking into account the social dimension and without prejudice to the
competences of EU Parliaments.

The Interparliamentary Conference on SECG shall replace the meetings of the
chairpersons of relevant committees organised within the framework of the
parliamentary dimension of the Presidency of the Council by the national Parliament
of the Member State holding the Presidency, hereinafter referred to as the
Presidency Parliament.

ROLE OF THE PRESIDENCY AND ORGANISATION OF THE MEETINGS
Frequency and place of meetings

The Interparliamentary Conference on SECG shall convene at least twice a year, in
coordination with the cycle of the European Semester. In the first semester of each
year, it shall be held in Brussels and will be co-hosted and co-presided over by the
Presidency Parliament and the European Parliament. In the second semester of
each year, it shall be held in the Member State holding the EU Presidency and
presided over by the Presidency Parliament.

Convocation of the meetings

The Interparliamentary Conferences on SECG should be convened before the
presentation of the Annual Growth Survey and the adoption of the National Reform
Programmes.

Presidential Troika

The Presidential Troika of the Interparliamentary Conference on SECG shall consist
of the delegations of the current, preceding and following Presidency Parliaments
and of the European Parliament.

Agenda

A draft agenda to be submitted to other Parliaments shall be drawn up by the
Presidency Parliament and in close cooperation with the Presidential Troika. In the
first semester of each year the latter shall be drawn up together with the European
Parliament.

Conduct of meetings

At the beginning of each meeting, the Presidency Parliament shall set the timetable
of the Interparliamentary Conference on SECG and shall determine the order and
the length of interventions. In the first semester of each year these shall be set
together with the European Parliament.

Documentation

The secretariat of the Presidency Parliament shall prepare the necessary
documents. In the first semester of each year the documentation shall be prepared
together with the European Parliament.

Modus operandi

The Interparliamentary Conference on SECG shall operate on the basis of the
principle of consensus.

Public access to the meetings

Meetings of the Interparliamentary Conference on SECG shall be public, unless
otherwise determined.

4. COMPOSITION

Members

The Interparliamentary Conference on SECG shall be composed of delegations
from the relevant committees of the national Parliaments of EU Members States
and the European Parliament. The composition and size of delegations shall be
determined by each Parliament.

Representatives of EU Institutions

The President of the European Council, the President of the Eurogroup and the
relevant members of the European Commission and other EU Institutions should be
invited to the Interparliamentary Conference on SECG to set out the priorities and
strategies of the EU in the areas being discussed by this conference.

Observers

Two members of the Parliaments of each candidate country shall be invited as
observers to the Interparliamentary Conference on SECG.

Special guests

The Presidency Parliament may also invite, after consulting the Presidential Troika,
observers from other EU institutions or bodies as well as from other Parliaments as
special guests. In the first semester of each year, these invitations shall be
established together with the European Parliament. The delegations of other
Parliaments shall be represented by one member each.

LANGUAGE REGIME

The working languages of the Interparliamentary Conference on SECG shall be
English and French.

Interpretation

Simultaneous interpretation from and into English and French, as well as from and
into the language(s) of the Member State of the EU Council Presidency shall be
provided by the Presidency Parliament in the second and by the European
Parliament in the first semester of each year. Simultaneous interpretation into
additional languages may be provided if requested; its costs shall be borne by the
relevant national delegation or the European Parliament. The host Parliament shall
make available the appropriate technical facilities.

Documents

The documents of the Interparliamentary Conference on SECG shall be transmitted
to national Parliaments and to the European Parliament in English and in French.
Each Parliament shall be responsible for translating these documents into its official
language(s). Each delegation shall be responsible for translating any document
which it submits to the Interparliamentary Conference on SECG into English and/or
French.

CONCLUSIONS

The Presidency Parliament may present non-binding conclusions on the outcome of
the meeting in English and French. In the first semester of each year the latter may
be presented together with the European Parliament.

RULES OF PROCEDURE

Any national Parliament and the European Parliament may submit proposals to
amend these Rules of Procedure. Amendments shall be submitted in writing to all
national Parliaments and the European Parliament within a reasonable time ahead
of the meetings of the Interparliamentary Conference on SECG.

Any amendments shall be subject to a decision by consensus by the
Interparliamentary Conference on SECG, and must be in accordance with the
framework set by the Conference of Speakers of the EU Parliaments.

Proposals for a revision of the Rules of Procedure shall be put on the agenda of the
first Interparliamentary Conference on SECG following the transmission of the
proposal.

ENTRY INTO FORCE OF THE RULES OF PROCEDURE

These Rules of Procedure are drawn up in a single original in English and French,
each of these texts being equally authentic. Translations into the other official
languages of the European Union shall be the responsibility of the relevant
Parliaments. The Rules of Procedure shall enter into force on the date of their
adoption.
